options for families who are most
vulnerable in this inner-city food desert.
A food desert is a place where families
have little or extremely limited access to
nutritious foods because grocery stores
are not present. When this lack of grocery
stores is married with socio-economic
issues like a lack of transportation, the
situation cries out for solutions.

The gleaning initiative of the program
mobilizes staff and volunteers to work
with many local farmers to go in and
glean their fields after they have had pick-
ers go through. We are able to get hun-
dreds of pounds of fresh produce to the
needy in the community through gleaning
that would otherwise be left to rot.

Coming soon, the community gardens
at Highland Park Commons and Hartnell
Farm will become living laboratories
where we will teach families how to
grow their own produce then preserve the
harvest.
